
GIRLS’ (K-8) Dress Uniform 
JUMPERS:   All Saints Academy plaid jumpers to be purchased from School Days/School Closet located in Gahanna or on our 

website from Lands End.  

 NO solid blue jumpers or skirts from retail stores are approved.   

 

Grades 6-8  girls only can opt for a skirt version of the approved plaid jumper, this can be purchased from Lands End or School 

Days/School Closet.  Skirts must go to the top of the knee. 

 

Shirt: White Oxford or Peter Pan blouse or shirt long or short sleeve 

    Red or White long sleeve or short sleeve polo shirt  

            Only logo approved is the School logo 

           White undergarments worn with shirts 

Pants: Navy blue uniform pants can be worn year round. Pants can be purchased through Lands End or School Days/School closet  

 no cargo, hip-hugger, denim or jean style pants.   No alterations of pants is permitted. 

Belts: If pants have belt loops, belts are to be worn for grades 2-8.  Belts are optional for K-1. 

 

SHORTS:  Navy blue UNIFORM walking shorts which are fingertips length can be worn from the beginning of school till October 

15 and then again from April 15 till the end of the school year.  Shorts cannot be too tight or short.   

                            

SWEATER:     UNIFORM cardigan or pull over sweaters only – solid navy blue , grey, black or white.  Grey or Navy Blue Fleece 

with ASA Logo is also permitted and can be purchased at School Days/school closet or Lands End. 

 

VESTS:     Solid navy blue, grey, red, or white – v-neck vests may be worn with slacks over blouses or school jumper 

 

SOCKS/TIGHTS:  Solid navy, white, grey, or black socks.  No footies. Solid Navy blue, red or white  footed tights may be worn 

when weather warrants.  No leggings. 

            

 SHOES:   Suitable, safe dress or leather casual shoes (navy, brown or black)  Approved Tennis shoe colors are grey, black, white, or 

blue. Shoes are to have only those four colors included on the whole shoe.   Shoe strings are to be white, blue, black or grey. No other 

accent color, blinking lights, or rhinestones on shoes or shoe strings.  NO HIGH HEELS, FLIP  FLOPS, CLOGS OR SANDALS.    

If a student wears boots (for weather condition) to school, he/she must change into the type of shoes mentioned above for the 

remainder of the school day. NO BOOTS WORN DURING THE SCHOOL DAY. 
  

SWEATSHIRT:   Only official non hooded sweatshirts purchased from the school athletics can be worn. This sweatshirt can be worn 

any day. 

 

FLEECE:  

A Grey or Navy blue zip or pullover fleece with the ASA Logo is acceptable and can be purchased at School Closet or Educational 

Apparel. 

 

TURTLE NECKS:  Solid white or red may be worn during winter weather  

(October 15 – April 15) 

 

HATS and bows:  No hats or other head covering may be worn in the building.  The only day hats are acceptable is for an assigned 

“hat day” as determined by the principal. No large bows or scarves may be worn. 

 

Make up and Nail polish:  No makeup is worn by any student at school.  Nail polish can ONLY be clear. 

 

For Both Boys and Girls: 
Gym Uniform requirements:  Gym uniform pieces must have the school logo beginning 2018-2019 

Both boys and girls will wear only the approved gym uniform that is purchased through the School Athletics program.  Gray or navy 

blue sweatpants and T shirts with the ASA logo is the ONLY gym uniform allowed.  During the hot months, August-Oct 15 and April 

15-June gym shorts purchased through the school Athletics program is approved.  Gym uniforms are worn all day on Scheduled gym 

days. 

 

Dress Down Expectations: 

On occasion the students are invited to dress down.  Some dress down days can be earned while others have a $1-$5 fee attached.  

During dress down days, students can wear: Jeans and t-shirts or other shirts.  No Holes or tears can be visible on the pants or shirts. 

Messages that are not appropriate are not permitted on t-shirts. Shoes can be of any color but must be tennis shoes or dress shoes. 

Socks can be of any color as well.  No Leggings or tight pants allowed.  No jewelry or hair color allowed on dress down days.  

Consequences for pushing dress down expectations will include but is not limited to: phone calls for a change of clothes, suspension, 

detention, not permitted to dress down the rest of the year.

BOYS’ (K to 8th grade) Dress Uniform 
PANTS: Navy blue uniform pants can be worn year round. Pants can be purchased through Lands End, School Days/School closet. 

    

BELT:   Belts are required to be worn with uniform pants for grades 2-8. Belts are optional for grades K-1. 

 

SHORTS:  Navy blue UNIFORM walking shorts – that come to the knee can be worn from the beginning of 

school until Oct. 15 and then from April 15 till the end of school. Shorts are to be worn with a belt if the shorts have  

 belt loops.  No denim, jean, cargo or carpenter style pants with extra pockets on the leg may not be worn.   

 

SHIRTS:  Red or White long sleeve or short sleeve polo shirt or oxford shirt 

                   Only logo approved is the school logo 

                   Undershirts are to be white only 

 

SWEATER:     UNIFORM style cardigan or pullover solid navy blue, grey, black, or white. 

 

VEST:   Solid navy blue, grey, or white v-neck vest worn over uniform shirt 

 

SOCKS:  Required: Solid blue, grey,  black or white socks only.  No Footies. 

 

SHOES:  Suitable dress shoes or leather casual shoes (Navy, black or brown.)  

            Tennis shoes with only white, black, grey, and/or blue. Any combination of these four colors can be worn. 

            NO OTHER ACCENT COLORS.   

      Shoe string colors are to be solid black, white, grey, or blue.  NO BOOTS WORN DURING SCHOOL DAY 

 

SWEATSHIRT:    Only ASA official non hooded sweatshirts purchased through the school athletics sale. These can be worn any 

day. 

 

FLEECE: 

 Gray or Navy zip or pullover fleece with the ASA logo is approved and can be purchased at the Uniform store 

 

TURTLE NECK:  Solid white or red may be worn during winter weather (October  

15 – April 15) 

 

HATS:  No hats or other hair covering may be worn in the building. The only day hats are acceptable is for an assigned “hat day” as 

determined by the principal. 

 

Hair: Hair is to be kept neat and groomed.  NO DESIGNS or LINES are to be cut into haircuts.  No color, braids, dreds, ect.  are 

allowed.  Hair is to be kept above the ears and collar and not too tall on top.  If facial hair becomes visible shaving will be required. 

FOR BOTH GIRLS AND BOYS: 
Gym Uniform requirements: Gym uniforms must have school logo on all pieces beginning 2018-19 

Both boys and girls will wear only the approved gym uniform that is purchased through the School Athletics program.  Gray or navy 

blue sweatpants and t-shirts with the ASA logo is the ONLY gym uniform allowed.  During the hot months, August-Oct 15 and April 

15-June gym shorts purchased through the school Athletics program is approved.  Gym uniforms are worn all day on Gym days. 

 

Dress Down Expectations: 

On occasion the students are invited to dress down.  Some dress down days can be earned while others have a $2-$5 fee attached.  

During dress down days, students can wear: Jeans  and t-shirts or other shirts..  No Holes or tears can be visible on the pants or shirts. 

Messages on shirts that are not appropriate are not permitted at school. Shoes can be of any color but must be tennis shoes or dress 

shoes. Socks can be of any color as well.  No Leggings or tight pants allowed.  No jewelry or hair color allowed on dress down days.  

Consequences for not meeting dress down expectations will include but is not limited to: phone calls for a change of clothes, 

suspension, detention, not permitted to dress down the rest of the year.
